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ABOUT THE SCHOOL AND THE CITY

ABOUT THE PROGRAM
Spanish Language School uses the 'direct' method. Through
conversation, students acquire an active knowledge of the
language whSpanish Language School also building a Þrm
grammatical base. Language structures, vocabulary, and
idiomatic expressions are all taught in the context of cultural
situations and themes. All programs include workshops on
Argentine History, Culture and Politics from intermediate level
on. A minimum of 2 weeks study in Buenos Aires is required
prior to study in Cordoba.
